The most votes cast for a US presidential candidate is 81,281,502, received by Joe Biden (USA) in the 2020 US presidential election held on 3 November 2020.
Biden’s rival, incumbent Republican president Donald Trump, also bettered the previous highest tally with 74,222,593 votes. Figures were provided by the non-partisan Cook Political Report.
Fine. So together, Biden and Trump received an official, "actual" total vote count of 155,504, 095 votes cast during the 3 November 2020 election. Truly, our democracy works! 

But there's a slight "anomaly" that I wonder whether Joe Biden, or Trump or anyone else, for that matter, can explain. It stems from an item that appeared in the Federal Register, which is dubbed "The Daily Journal of the United States Government," and it's published by the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA), an independent Federal agency. This is the same agency that's at the heart of the "Missing Classified Document Gate" controversy. NARA, of course, is having Trump prosecuted for mishandling Classified Documents, but it has allowed Biden to go Scott free for the same "crime."

To see this anomaly, we must first suppose that everyone in this population can legally vote in 2020. But to vote, they must register with their local election boards. Let's further suppose that 60% of this population had registered. Since not every registered voter will vote, how many will actually vote? According to The Washington Post, “… 66.3%, which is a share of the voting-eligible population," i.e., registered voters.

Next, let's do the math: 60% of 256,662,010 = 153,997,206 total registered voters; with 66.3% voting = 102,100,148 total votes cast. “Houston, we have a problem.” It doesn’t seem to get better. The math for: 70% registered voters with 66.3% voting = 119,116,839 total votes cast; 80% registered voters with 66.3% voting = 136,133,530 total votes cast; and 90% registered voters with 66.3% voting = 153,150,221 total votes cast — “Close, but no cigars.”

So, it seems the Federal Register's "Estimates of the Voting Age Population for 2020,” can't seem to provide the actual total votes cast of 155,504, 095 during the 3 November 2020 election. Truly, an anomaly.

Joe Biden, who Guiness proudly declares, received 81,281,502 votes in the 2020 presidential election, "the most votes ever received by a US Presidential candidate," can he explain this anomaly?
